These classes will
be judged immediately after Best of Breed in the regular classes.  Two
classes will be offered: Altered Male and Altered Female.  Classes will be
placed first through fourth in both sexes, the first place winner from each class
will be declared Winners and the second place winner will be declared
Reserve Winners.  The Altered Winners Male and the Altered Winners Female
will then compete for Best of Breed Altered and Best of Opposite Sex Altered
in breed.

CHAPTER 19.7 of the Conformation Show Rules state: It shall be the duty and
obligation of the show-giving club to see that a judge, club official, volunteer, or
any participant at an event held under these rules is not subject to indignities.
The Conformation Show Committee Chair shall promptly report to the CKC any
infringement of this regulation, and the Discipline Committee shall have the
authority to take such action as it deems fit on receipt of a report indicating that
this has occurred.

CHAMPIONSHIP POINTS

SECTION 15.1.1  A dog awarded WINNERS at a conformation show shall be credited with a
number of championship points (ranging from 0 to 5) and the number of championship points
credited to a dog awarded WINNERS shall be as provided hereunder.

SECTION 15.1.2  The schedule to be employed in the determination of the number of points
awarded WINNERS shall be as follows:

Dogs competing* 1 2 3 to 5 6 to 9 10 to 12 13 or more
Points allocated 0 1 2 3 4 5

*Includes the dog awarded Winners.

In counting the number of eligible dogs in competition, a dog that is disqualified, dismissed,
excused or ordered from the ring by the judge shall not be included in the calculation for
championship points.

SECTIONS 15.1.3 TO 15.1.7 (summary) To determine the number of championship points earned
by a dog awarded Winners, total all the dogs in competition which the dog defeated, directly
or indirectly, for the highest of the following official breed awards: Winners, Best of Winners,
Best of Breed, or Best of Opposite Sex and then consult the schedule set forth above.  

SECTION 15.1.8  In addition to championship points allocated at the breed level, a dog awarded
WINNERS which also places in the regular Group competition shall be credited with the
following additional points provided that a dog was defeated at the Group level.

SECTION 15.1.9  A dog may not be credited with more than 5 points in a single show.
SECTION 15.1.11  A dog awarded WINNERS which also places BEST IN SHOW at an All-Breed
Championship Show shall be credited with 5 championship points inclusive of any points earned
at the breed and group level.
